
Peer Leadership Application

Please complete the enclosed application and return it to Mr. Richardson’s room (306) by Tuesday, April 15 at 3:30 PM.  

When you turn in your completed application you must sign up for a time for your individual interview. You may not sign up for an interview time until you turn in your application. Individual interviews will be scheduled only on Thursday, April 17, Wednesday April 23 and Friday April 25. They will take place in Mr. Richardson’s room (306). If you cannot attend any of these scheduled times, please see Mr. Richardson to arrange a special time. Athletic practices are not excuses for scheduling a special interview, but games and matches are. Your interview will last 10 to 15 minutes. Failure to attend the interview will be viewed as withdrawal of your application.

The Peer Leader selection process has four parts:  
· A completed application turned in on time.  
· An individual interview with the applicant and the advisors (Mr. Richardson and Ms. Hairston). 
· Screening of applicants as to acceptability of past behavior, attendance, and academic performance.  
· Advisors soliciting comments from the Upper School faculty about all applicants.  

Current peer leaders may read all applications and their opinion about the suitability of each candidate is considered, but only the selection committee selects the Peer Leaders. This selection committee is made up of Mr. Murphy, Mr. Clark, Dr. Phillipps, Mr. McCurdy (girls only this year), Ms. Johnstone, Ms. Hairston, and. Mr. Richardson.
All peer leaders must attend the peer leader retreat.  This year the retreat will be held on August 5th, 6th, and 7th at the Nantahala Outdoor Center in Bryson City, North Carolina. If you are not available for these dates, see Mr. Richardson as soon possible. There will be a charge for the retreat of $100.00.

Results will be announced in the auditorium at 3:05 on Friday, May 2nd. The results will not be given out until all applicants are present.  If you can't attend the meeting, notify Mr. Richardson in writing as soon as possible.  The results will be posted for the school soon after the meeting concludes.
